Store personnel would not release any breeder info to me, but I was told this 

dog was bred by the same breeder that provides Bull Terriers for their other 

store in Lewisville.  If that wasn’t disturbing enough, and the fact this dog is 

being sold intact, the person I spoke with told me she remembered my dog 

Turkish, who was purchased by his original owners from this same store, for 

$2400.  (Editor’s note:  Turk, who died from premature kidney failure, was pro-

filed in a previous Bully Times, Know Your Breeder installment.) 

A lot of those memories came back to me and it seems all the more impor-

tant now that I find out about and share the information on Turkish’s 

breeder and parents.”
